SCMTA General Board Meeting

Carrabbas Restaurant in Columbia at 1:00

January 9, 2010

Following a noon luncheon hosted by SCMTA for those in attendance the meeting was held.

The  minutes from the November general board meeting at Billy D’s in Spartanburg were Reviewed and approved.
SCMTA Treasurer Report: Kathy Nungesser

Checking account balance as of 1/9/210 is $5,665.31

There is a savings account balance of $10,682.77

This amount includes $5400 set aside for use on the 2010 Conference gala.

The endowment CD stands at $14,301.90

It was recommended by Julia Moore that this amount be divided and invested in 3 CDs so that one CD matures each year.  The interest on the maturing CD could be used or reinvested.  It was suggested that Kathy should shop around for rates, not only with our present bank, but also with investment and security firms.

Conference income was better than expected in 2009.

Ad money brought in $2200 with $465 of that still outstanding.

At door registrations came to $677.

The expenses for the conference were $5660.51.  
Linda LiBluel was thanked for her excellent preparation for the conference and the way in which she kept costs at a minimum.

It was noted that expenses for the MTNA competitions were $4826.37 this year.

MTNA gave SCMTA a rebate of $4214 of that amount and the balance came out of SCMTA funds.

The judging fees amounted to $4565.

SCMTA paid for all judges’ lunches and overnight accommodations for 2 judges.

SCMTA is sending 14 students to the Southern Division competitions in Birmingham, Alabama.

The presidents report: Melanie Foster Taylor
Melanie sadly reported that she will be leaving the state in June to go back to West Virginia and operate a private music studio.  She will no longer be teaching at Converse College.

Melanie had contacted VP Elect Derek Parsons with the idea that he might take over as the remaining term as president.  Derek reported a reluctance to do so early due to other present commitments.

It was suggested by Melanie that it may possible to ask a former SCMTA president already familiar with the duties of the office to fill in during the interim.

It was noted that the handbook denotes that the VP Elect should step in should the president not be able to perform their duties.

VP for Conferences Linda LiBluel:

Linda has made arrangement with, and received confirmation from, Robert Duke to be a presenter at the conference in November.

Arrangements with Christopher O’Riley are still ongoing as Linda arranges to half the costs of $4000 with Enrique Graf and the Charleston International Music Series.  O’Reilly will be the artist for the Thursday night recital at the Conference.

Linda presented some other ideas for other workshops to be presented at the conference.  One suggested that was encouraged the board was someone with whom Linda is connected that would present a Dalcroze workshop.

As a member of the Gala Committee Kathy Nungesser presented some ideas that she and Robin Zemp had discussed.

Some of these ideas were:  inviting MTNAs Gary Engle, Arranging for a shuttle service between conference hotels and the event sites,  a reception and cocktail party prior to the Thursday recital, The Friday night banquet to include speakers, maybe music by a jazz combo, honors and acknowledgements, a harbor cruise to wind things up on Saturday at lunch time.  The group is making plans and checking costs.
Past presidents group discussed how to use the interest from the Endowment ,in the future for what purposes. No decision has been made yet.
Certification Chairman Sally Brown Ullom deferred to Student Chapters Chair Amy Deal who made a comprehensive proposal about how a college level music student might go about raising funds for a scholarship in to help defer the cost involved in MTNA certification.  The student would ask a supporting faculty member to agree that donations given at a particular recital would go to SCMTA to help students with the costs involved in certification.  Amy had prepared a detailed handout with information on the proposal.  It was suggested that information when finalized could be mailed to student chapter advisors or to each college or university music program in the state.  There was discussion about how the money raised should be distributed. President Taylor suggested that we from a committee to formulate the details of the proposal to present it in the future. Melanie asked Amy to pick a committee. The members of the committee are Sally Brown, Donna Sanders, Amy Deal, Kathy Nungesser.  Donna Sanders was formerly MTNA certification chair for NC and said that college curriculum could be set up in accordance with guidelines to lead towards certification. Even a school that does not have MTNA student chapter could qualify.
