Minutes approved with a few minor spelling changes made.

Approval called for by Linda Li-Bleuel-- 2nd by Deanna Moore---approved.

Treasurer Report--- Kathy Nungesser:

· $ 8,809.11 in checking----this includes dues received to date, amount carried over from previous year, and conference registrations taken in

· Savings Account: $10,688.87--- this includes Gala Fund Reserve, Travel Reserve, Emergency funds

· Endowment Fund:  $14,314.07 not currently invested

$2,012.18 currently taken in conference income, no Pay Pal money yet deposited.

At present and estimated cost of the conference is $5850.
This budget is not balanced because changes to judges fees are now open for discussion. Kathy will talk about other issues later in meeting. 

Robin Zemp asked if there a way to offset the commissioned composer cost to SCMTA.  MNTA pays ½ of it.

President’s Report---Matt Manwarren:

· Went to MTNA in Albuquerque, also to President’s meeting and Southern Division meeting.

· He is communicating with Linda Li-Bleuel and Robin Zemp about conference plans.

· Working with Stephen as archivist to locate and contact former SCMTA presidents to attend and be recognized at the conference banquet.  George Lucktenberg the 1st SCMTA president and founder will attend and share stories. Ann Gipson, current MTNA president will come to award a plaque for 50th Anniversary.

· Matt has worked back and forth with Janice Flinte about conference publicity.

· Also with Brad Parker to secure personnel to fill positions for competitions.  At the last minute 2 persons resigned as competition coordinators and he has been busy finding people to take those positions.

· Martha Thomas Division Elect for MTNA Southern Division has expressed concerns about the drop in MTNA membership and how can we get more people to join. We have lost some members as non renewals.  Maybe local associations will contact locally about why they have not renewed.

· Brought up that SCMTA does not have a cutoff date for joining.  This goes back to a problem a few years ago with members joining last minute to MTNA and their dues not being processed until the 1st week in July. They could not enter students in the SCMTA spring auditions.  Concerned that lack of cutoff date means no sense of urgency to pay dues.  Should we reconsider reinstituting the deadline or having a deadline?  What could it be?  This affects our determining the budget and projecting an income.

· Matt called for comments and thoughts.

· There was about 15 mins. discussion about pros and cons of various dates

· Matt called for a motion.

· Sally Ullom made motion that we leave things as they are with no changes at this time because there was no apparent benefit or loss for SCMTA at this time.  There were 12 votes for leaving it as and the motion passed.

State Auditions Chair--  Robin Zemp  gave report in Linda McKenzie’s absence

· 2011 State Auditions held at USC on April 30th 2011.  Honors Recital: May 15th at 4 pm at USC.

· Committee proposes the elimination of concerto audition division because of lack of entrants and lack of 2nd piano availability in some districts. MTNA has also done away with this requitement.

· President Manwarren called for a motion to eliminate the concerto audition.

· No such motion was brought and it was decided to review it later to see if the lack of participation persists.

· The committee also proposed that SCMTA should “ modify the rule stating that only one movement of a multi-movement work should be programmed.  Multi-movement refers to works like sonatinas, sonatas, and suites.  This rule does not apply to Preludes and Fugues or works in which an individual movement would not stand alone (Schumann Papillons, Theme and Variations (In this case, the student should play from the beginning with the expectation that the adjudicator will call time if the length exceeds the allotted time. 

· Stephen Taylor moves that motion that the above should be adopted. Sally UIlom 2nd. Called for discussion.

· Brought up that the problem  is, it is hard to put into words what we all feel it should be.

· Robin Zemp suggested that the chair should have final determination of the appropriateness of a particular work.

· Stephen Taylor amended his motion: 2nded to included that the State Auditions coordinator  should be the person who determines the appropriateness of literature or multi movement works.

· The last part will be just added to the list or requirements.

· We have the information from GA and NC. GA paid $400 for day. GA paying 60 for hour and NC paying $30 for hour. We are in the middle in SC with $40 per hour. Stephen He read an email from a NC person in the know

· The general feeling was that there compensation was inadequate.

· Stephen recommends that based on the information that he got and the information that Kathy Nungesser gave out that we not raise the amount paid this year but he will be mindful of this in the future so that SC stays competitive.

· Discussion of what is paid to instate judges to judge local district level.
